Course Description

Airport Business Management (3credits, 3 hours) _ E
Lecturer : Kwang Eui Yoo [ Professor at Korea Aerospace University) :
This course is to teach operation and management of commercial airports mainly considering

economic performance. The issues related to airport privatization, globalization, pricing and cost,

and revenue are handled.

Airline Management and Operations (3credits, 3 hours)

Lecturer: Jim Higgins (Professor at University of North Dakota)

This course examines United States Air Carrier operations and management, including airline
economics, marketing, safety and labor relations. Route networks, human resource
development, and finance are also covered. A portion of each class time is devoted to current
industry events, and an emphasis is placed on ethical decision making.

Aviation Safety and Security (3credits, 3 hours)

Lecturer: Jim Higgins (Professor at University of North Dakota)

This course provides the student with a detailed introduction into aspects of aviation safety and
security, with an emphasis on safety management systems and safety assurance practices. The
course will also cover all proactive safety programs including flight data monitoring, safety
reporting and safety auditing.
